TANKER TRAINING & CERTIFICATION/ ENDORSEMENT 

 
Guidance for Shipowners, Managers, Masters, Bahamas Recognised 
Organisations, Bahamas Approved Inspectors, Bahamian Seafarers and 
other Seafarers serving on Bahamian registered ships. 
 

This Bulletin replaces BMA InformationBulletin.83 
 

 
  

1 Certificate of Tanker Familiarisation  
 

In accordance with STCW Regulation V/1-1, the Director may issue a 
"Certificate of Tanker Familiarisation Training" to a seafarer who can 
produce evidence of completing fire fighting training of a higher standard 
than that specified in Basic Training, preferably Advanced Fire-fighting 
(STCW Code A-VI/3) and who has - 
 

 at least 3 months sea-service on tankers 

 or attended an approved tanker familiarisation course covering at least 
the syllabus given in STCW Code A-V/1 paragraph 1 to 7 (Model 
Course 1.01) 

 
The Director may then issue a certificate in an appropriate format.  
 

 
2 Appropriate Certificate/ Tanker Endorsement 
 

In accordance with STCW Regulation V/1-2 of the Convention, the 
Director may issue a "Tanker Endorsement", as a separate document, to a 
seafarer who can produce evidence of: 
 

 meeting the requirements for a "Certificate of Tanker Familiarisation" 
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 and at least 3 months sea-service (in addition to any sea-service 
performed for Familiarisation training) on the type of tanker for which the 
endorsement is required 

 and having successfully completed an approved specialised tanker 
training programme, which at least covered the subjects set out in 

 
a) for oil tankers, STCW Code A-V/1 paragraphs 8-14 of the Code (Model 

Course 1.02) 
b) for chemical tankers, STCW Code A-V/1 paragraphs 15 to 21 of the 

Code (Model Course 1.04) 
c) for liquefied gas tankers, STCW Code A-V/1 paragraphs 22 to 34 of 

the Code (Model Course 1.06) 
 
The Director may then issue an Appropriate Certificate/ Endorsement in 
accordance with STCW Regulation V/1-4. 
 
For additional Certificates / Endorsements for a second or third type of 
tanker, it will be necessary to have successfully completed the relevant 
type of Specialised training and at least 6 weeks service on the type of 
tanker, which shall include at least two loading and two discharge 
operations 

 
3 Supervised service with a structured training programme (STCW 
 Regulation V/1-2.1) 
 

 In order to obtain an Appropriate Certificate or Endorsement, an officer 
needs to undertake the approved Specialised Training Programme for 
the relevant type of tanker followed by 3 months (operational) service 
on the same type of tanker. However, the requirement of three months 
seagoing service may be replaced by a period of 28 days supervised 
seagoing service, which incorporates a structured and approved 
training programme, covering all the elements of a complete voyage 
cycle 

 

 In order to obtain a second or third type of Endorsement (while the 
officer already holds any one type of tanker endorsement) an officer 
needs to  undertake the approved Specialised Tanker Training 
Programme for the relevant type of tanker, followed by six weeks 
service (which shall include at least two loading and two discharging 
operations) on the same type of tanker. However, the requirement of 
six weeks seagoing service may be replaced by a period of 21 days 
supervised seagoing service, which incorporates a structured and 
approved training programme covering all the elements of a complete 
voyage cycle 
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4. Submission of Application for Endorsement 
 
When submitting an application for endorsement the candidate shall 
complete the application form and submit the necessary supporting 
documentation. The application must clearly state the path of the 
approved training programme.  
 
 
 
5. Fees  

 
 The fees applicable are the same as for other BMA Certificates or 
 Endorsements.
